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The purpose of this research was to 1) develop a prototype of logistics and marketing packaging of hand-woven
fabric products and 2) assess satisfaction with the developed logistics and marketing packaging of fabric products Weaving
hands of Ban Dong E Dior Pad sub-district Kham Ta Kla district Sakon Nakhon Province. The samples used were the members
of the indigo-dyed hand-weaving fabric group of Ban Dong E Dior, transport shop, entrepreneurs selling indigo-dyed fabrics
and the general people. This research method used qualitative and quantitative research of in-depth interviews and of
survey research by the questionnaire a research tool. The statistics used were the frequency distribution and percentage.

Evidence from official historical documents local documents Including the telling history of the people in the area
was born as a set of local history knowledge of the Tao Poon people. A set of knowledge about all 4 generations of rice
cultivation and local communities and network partners arising from the joint learning process have jointly formulated an
appropriate form of learning centers of Tao Poon community and jointly developed the visual aspects of learning centers in
local communities on the foundation of self in the form of a local community museum which is regarded as a learning

center that collects the knowledge of rice cultivation in Ratchaburi Province.

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"The design of landscape areas for agroecosystem management and water management with appropriate technology
leads to increased income for a group focused on learning new "Pond, Marsh, Paddy Field Model" concepts in Ban Na Phu,
Ban Paen Sub-district, Phon Na Kaeo District, Sakon Nakhon Province. The objective is to develop a landscape model for
the "Pond, Marsh, Paddy Field Model" and to apply suitable technology in water management for agricultural areas in the

agroecosystem. This specific study group, consisting of 26 people, was selectively chosen using a Community-Based Research
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(CBR) approach. Initially, this target group was supported in digging the "Pond, Marsh, Paddy Field Model" by the Ban Paen
community development, but they still couldn't fully harness the agricultural potential and had issues in utilizing water for
agricultural purposes. This research focuses on empowering individuals with knowledge and skills in designing landscape
areas based on natural resource capital and linking their efforts with state networks in the region. Research results show
that after the study, the target group understood the main concepts of designing agroecosystem landscape areas and could
apply these concepts to design and develop a small-sized model for managing agroecosystem areas. They also utilized
suitable solar-powered water pump technology for ground-based agricultural plantations in tandem with raising Russian carp
under a production calendar developed through a participatory process. This led to farmers adapting to global technological
changes, promoting new product processing within the group, and increasing the group's average income by 3.71 times. This

also enhanced the capability of the farmers in the group to apply the new "Pond, Marsh, Paddy Field Model" practically."

Research MethodologyBeliefs about the Prevention and Treatment of COVID-19 In Thai
society, the researcher has established a research methodology or research process using qualitative research processes by
studying data from documents, research books, articles, and information from social media about the COVID-19 virus.
Nanthana KhunPhakdi (1987) Panida Boonthep (2548) Kamolratana Siritarungsorn (2010) Ahmad al-Sari Mugem (2016), Sasalak
Thongkhao et al. (2018) used to conduct research to study various beliefs that people in Thai society use to prevent or treat
the COVID-19 virus. The research results are divided into 4 points: 1. Beliefs about herbs have 10 stories, 2. Beliefs about
food have 6 stories, 3. Personal beliefs have 18 stories, and 4. Beliefs about rituals have 11 stories. Demonstrating the changes
in society, including the way of life of people in Thai society towards the COVID-19 pandemic, beliefs about the prevention
and treatment of COVID-19 in Thai society show that the beliefs of Thai people during this period were the belief that people
invented ways to protect themselves.

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Common Identity of Thai-Laos Mekong Woven Textiles
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This research article aims to 1) study the common identities of the Mekong Basin woven textiles and 2) develop the
motif of the textiles from the Mekong Basin woven textile's common identities. The research tool was an in-depth interview.
The sampling was selected by purposive sampling, resulting in a sample group of key informants: community leaders,
scholars, and weaving community enterprises. A group of 30 weavers from two research area communities: Ban Don Tan,
Don Tan District, Mukdahan Province, Thailand, and Ban Laha Nam, Muang Song Khon, Savannakhet Province, Democratic
Republic of the People's Republic of Laos and presented the research results with a descriptive analysis. The research
revealed that the weaving of communities in the middle to the lower reaches of the Mekong Basin often inherited their
wisdom from their ancestors. Moreover, found common identities of 3 important Mekong Basin woven textiles, namely the
weaving process, which contains various vital methods such as weaving tools and equipment, creating textile motifs with
mud-mee, cotton, and silk welf preparation, Including the weaving that the weavers still use. In addition, the common
identity of the Mekong Basin woven textiles also has an exciting identity in the use of dyes, which are both natural and

chemical dyes. The use of yarn is also widespread, with 100% cotton fibers and other fibers purchased from other
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communities, and stories accompanying the community's textiles are mostly storytelling to create credibility and interest
from the rich wisdom of the ancestors. A creating woven textiles for families and communities from generation to the
present. As for the development of weaving motifs from the common identity of the Mekong basin, it was found that motifs
were developed from traditional patterns from old woven clothes of mothers, aunts, and grandmothers in the family. The

development of motifs designed as consumers need.
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The objectives of this research were (1) to study the level of student satisfaction, (2) to find the relationship between
factors related to service provision and student satisfaction. (3) to find factors affecting student satisfaction regarding the
services provided by the Office of Academic Promotion and Registration.

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The role of woven textiles in marriage and the after-death rituals

of Tai ethnic groups in the Mekong River Basin
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This article aims to study the role of woven textiles in marriage and the after-death rituals of Tai ethnic groups
living in the Mekong River Basin: 1) Ban Phon Thong, Ban Phaeng District, Nakhon Phanom Province, Thailand; 2) Ban Ta
Laew, Jum Phon District, Savannakhet Province, Lao PDR; and 3) Ban Ja, Xishuangbanna, Yunnan Province, People's
Republic of China. Using fieldwork studies with in-depth interviews. Furthermore, group interviews by selecting a purposive
sampling of 15 people, namely community scholars, community leaders, and weaving groups. Analyze and present
analytical descriptive data.

The results revealed that the three Tai ethnic communities continue to inheritance practice rituals, including the
marriage ritual (Kin Dong or Kin Khaek) and the death ritual (Ngan Huen Dee or Ngan Kun Tai). The marriage ritual is an
essential rite of passage in which the status of a person constructs the fertility of the Tai family. At the same time, the
after-death rituals also represent the transformation of the living into animism. A person to transcend into the realm of the
afterlife. Moreover, the ritual has used local woven textiles as an essential symbolic object to represent outstanding
identity. It reflects the beliefs and rituals of the Tai ethnic groups related to the role of local weaving in showing the
preservation of cultural identity and creating value-added economics for the community.

currant fruits gave purple-pink color (L*= 88.93, a*=6.87, b*=3.80, A\ *=579). Dyeing with banana ash as a mordant gave the
following results: fang gave red color (L*= 74.26 , a*=4.13, b*=19.45, A*:19.45), Siam weed leaves gave dark green color
(L*= 74.26, a*=4.13, b*=19.45, /\*=19.45), and the cassia pods gave dark brown color ( L¥= 72.23, a*=15.97, b*=21.10,
/\*=19.49).

Cost analysis found that most of the expenses were wages, 68.51%, followed by sales expenses, 11.93%, raw
materials, 11.11%, and production expenses, 2.28%, respectively, By calculating selling prices based on cost plus 50% profit,
the selling price as follows: Gift wrapping paper price is 12 baht per sheet, a flower diffuser price is 70 baht per set, hair clip
price is 55 baht each and necklace price is 69 baht each.

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This research aimed to examine the potential of the Community Enterprise at Wanon Niwat, Sakhon Nakon, Indigo
farmers and develop online marketing potential for indigo dyeing entrepreneurs. The researcher utilizes research
development in participatory action. The samples, drawn by the purposive sampling methods, consisted of 13 groups who
had been community enterprises in Wanon Niwat District.

The research results were found that shallots Sisaket is a plant with high flavonoid content. It is popular to consume
and inexpensive. Can be extracted from the important substance quercetin that helps to slow down the increase in blood
sugar levels from eating starchy foods. When extracted with ethanol, it has antioxidant and antibacterial activity. Then the
shallot extract is coated with whey protein isolate and then undergo a spray drying process. The crude extract was then sent
to measure the content of quercetin. The amount of quercetin 12.0021 mg. per 100 mg of weight which contains phenolic
substances Flavonoids and their high antioxidant activity can be used as precursors for processing food supplements in
capsules and softgels. For consumers who love health or people with health problems.

THROUGH MON KLONG SAMWA'S IDENTITY
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This research aims to develop storytelling to communicate the value of Mon-style popped rice products in
supporting cultural tourism. The research utilizes a focused approach by selecting a group of community product producers
based on the Mon community of Khlong Sam Wa recommendations. The research methodology includes studying relevant
documents related to the Mon community's cultural knowledge and cultural capital in Khlong Sam Wa. Additionally,
interviews were conducted with eight members involved in the operations to gain a deeper understanding of Mon-style
popped rice products. Furthermore, participation in cultural activities demonstrating the process of making Mon-style popped
rice was also included.

The research found that Mon-style popped rice, known as Takhapim, is a popular snack among the Mon people. It
is associated with prosperity and abundance and is often used in auspicious ceremonies. The Khlong Sam Wa version of
Mon-style popped rice is distinguished by the use of high-quality ingredients. However, some customers perceive the product
as expensive, despite its high quality. This perception can be attributed to a need for distinctive selling points and the
absence of a narrative that effectively communicates the unique identity of Mon-style popped rice in Khlong Sam Wa.

The researchers will employ a creative storytelling approach to develop and enhance narratives that effectively
convey the identity of Mon-style popped rice products. This approach will utilize the "2W1H" formula, which encompasses
Who, What, Why, and How to create differentiation and establish a distinctive positioning for the product.

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Content and Language Integrated Learning of Russian language for tourism and
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This research article aims to study and analyze the learning management contents of the Russian language textbook
on tourism in Thai higher education institutions. It explores the concept of content and language integrated learning (CLIL)
and study methods for learning content and Russian language in the context of tourism and services in Thai higher education.
The study's method involves using books and materials for studying the Russian language course in tourism currently taught
in higher education institutions in Thailand. Additionally, the analysis is based on the four elements (4Cs) of CLIL: Content,
Cognitive, Communication, and Culture. The study found that the textbook primarily focuses on tourism in major cities and
presents aspects of Thai culture. However, it revealed that the books and teaching materials do not fully promote
communication skills, including listening, speaking, reading, and writing. To enhance content learing management and
Russian language communication skills, it is recommended to address all four areas of the 4Cs framework and place greater

emphasis on promoting system thinking skills.
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The Representation of the Criminal Justice Process in Win
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The Scapegoat by Win Lyovarin is a detective fiction that depicts "the scapegoat” in relation to the criminal justice
process. The goal of this article is to analyze the novel utilizing the theory of social construction of reality and the framework
of cultural studies. It was discovered that this book accurately depicted the errors made in the criminal justice system during
the investigation stage, when the officers summarized the case files from the evidences collected one at a time and lacked
caution in gathering other relevant evidences at the crime scene, leading to the creation of "the scapegoat" in the system.
Nevertheless, this book also showed the errors made when officers get involved in a benefit conflict in a gray business and
use that conflict to target and punish other policemen. By depicting the criminal justice system in the novel, The Scapegoat
can be considered to reflect the problem of truth access according to modernism. It also criticizes the image of social

institutions, which is another product of modernity.
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The objectives of this research were (1) to study the Cultural Capital in in Wiang Lor Ancient Town and (2)

By providing an e-Book: “Following in the
footsteps of Wiang Lor Old Town” and “ A guide for the three-generation. (3) To develop tourism programs in three programs
to guide for community and link up with northern tourist routes by presenting historical evidence, myths and tales, that can
connect historical and cultural attractions, and (4) Entrepreneurship development training and familiarization trip activities
are organized by using the “Wiang Lor Kraft” group as a creative tourism activity and pushing into the registration of the
Wiang Lor Ancient City Tourism Community Enterprise.

In addition, this research proposes are; (1) to focus on developing the community's capacity to provide tour services
and concrete tourism management mechanisms for the ancient city of Wiang Lor, (2) Upgrading the Wiang Lor Archaeological
Information Center to a local museum with an emphasis on community involvement, and (3) Develop a virtual tour system

for Wiang Lor Ancient City Community.
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This research is a qualitative research which the objectives are 1) to study the management of temple attractions
according to universal design and 2 ) to study the opinions of tourists toward the universal design in the temple attractions.
Data were collected by studying relevant documents, in-depth interviews, surveys, and non-participant observations at Wat
Traimit-Golden Buddha. There were 15 key informants from the group of monks, community leaders, temple’s caretakers,
and elderly tourists, disabled tourists, and general tourists. The research tools were interview form, surveys form, and
observation form. Data were analysed by content analysis, and the results were reported through descriptive techniques.
The research found that 1) Wat Traimit-Golden Buddha applied universal design for the toilets, ramps, and lifts, to facilitate
tourists. However, the number of rest-seats and parking area were not enough 2) Most tourists had the same opinion that it
was good and useful when the temple used a universal design but there was still a lack of information providing for tourists
and should increase the number of staff to take care of the elderly or disabled tourists. However, tourists understood the
limitation of parking area and suggested the temple to arrange a pick-up service from the subway station for easier access.

The results showed that the use of universal design had a significant effect on accessibility to tourist attractions. This
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positively affects the satisfaction of tourists and also affects the quality of life of the elderly and the disabled. Therefore,
those involved in tourism management should consider the use of universal design in tourist attractions to support tourism

for all.

It
showed the wisdom of language in creating words, names, and patterns from objects and nature around them to create
motifs design. The motif names formed are largely compounded in pattern words as (keyword + adjective), reflecting the
wisdom of using language to convey the characteristics of motifs. The assembly can create an excellent motif and sub-motif.
As for the cultural dimension, it was found that the characteristics of woven textile motifs can be grouped into 5 groups:
geometrics, plants, animals, objects, and natural environment. It shows that in the Phu Tai culture, Ban Laha Nam has a

connection with nature and the traditional beliefs about Naga, which are common beliefs in the Mekong Basin countries.

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The purpose of this study was to study the needs of community participation in the preparation of Ban Tha Rae
Walking Street Tha Rae, Tha Rae Subdistrict, Mueang District, Sakon Nakhon Province and to propose guidelines for developing
the Tha Rae Tourism Community walking street, Sakon Nakhon, into a cultural tourism destination with community

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The population used in this study was purposively selected. divided into Tha Rae communities Rat Charoen Road and Fuang

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Cut-Off Mountain: Suffering poverty 'traps' in the fight against long-standing
capital of groups opposing the Dong Mafai mine
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This research article delves into the analysis and examination of crucial issues pertaining to intergenerational poverty
within the Khao Lao Yai-Pha Chandai Forest Conservation Group. The study explores the consequences of a long-standing
resistance movement against mining resource management policies in the Northeast region, which has persisted for nearly
three decades. The sustained struggle against the state and capital has resulted in limited opportunities for career
development and restricted access to resources for the group and their families. The poverty experienced by the parents
who opposed the Dong Mafai mining project has had a lasting impact on their children and grandchildren. This impact
manifests as emotional and social suffering due to the loss of access to forest resources and the transformation of the land

into a quarry. This land, previously a vital source of livelihood, sustenance, transportation, and recreation, held deep cultural
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and spiritual significance for the community and its members.

The research methodology employed participatory observational techniques, historical analysis, and anthropological
methods, incorporating both formal and informal interviews. In-depth interviews and a case study approach were utilized to
address the central question of whether mineral resource management policies play a significant role in perpetuating
intergenerational poverty. The research population comprised members of the Khao Lao Yai-Pha Chandai Conservation
Group, a collective that continuously advocates against quarrying activities. The study involved 12 official interviewees and
10 informal interviewees. The collected data were analyzed and interpreted through the lens of social suffering and the
concept of emotional communities, within the framework of the developmental process. Furthermore, the study explored
the interests and motivations underlying the conversion of resources into commodities and the resulting consequences,
which have become an inescapable "pitfall" for the impoverished community, adversely affecting their economic

circumstances and emotional well-being for nearly three decades.

The study
included 388 elderly individuals from Ban Huai Pu Ling, Huai Pu Ling Subdistrict, and Ban Huai Hia, Pang Mapha Sub-district,
Mae Hong Son Province. Data analysis involved content analysis and descriptive statistics.

The findings revealed that most elderly participants were between 60-64 years old, in good health, experienced in
growing rice for 11 years or more, and had an income more 10,000 baht. The study also identified that the elderly relied on
their experience and employed natural, chemical-free methods for rice cultivation, incorporating traditional rituals.
Furthermore, a participation model for the elderly in organic rice production was developed, integrating local wisdom and
the cultivation of organic local rice. Lastly, the research demonstrated the occupational promotion of the elderly through
knowledge transfer in organic rice processing, specifically the creation of a snack called "Khao Phong Tor" by the Ban Pha
Bong community enterprise, which serves as a platform for organic rice processing and packaging design, offering an
alternative income source for the elderly.

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The research project on the development of sports management model for WellHotel aims to develop a model
for integrating sports for health promotion in a hotel (WellHotel) by using the Thai way of life integrated by Muay Thai model
with the participatory action research in a hotel area of Aonang Princeville Villa Resort & Spa, Krabi Province

The research found that Muay Thai, as a martial art, was applied to 3 health promotion programs which were 1)
Muay Thai for Health Promotion Program for general people, 2) Muay Thai for Health Promotion Program for healthy older
tourists (Active Silvers), and 3) Muay Thai Program for people with an office syndrome. The model development of sports
integration for health promotion in a hotel (WellHotel) by the use of Thai way of life integrated by Muay Thai model was a
part of the operation to encourage the component of Wellness.

diversity of biological resources and wisdom
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The objectives of this research were 1) to study the diversity of biological resources and local wisdom of the Mekong
Basin woven textile communities and 2) to study ways to increase the economic value of textiles in the Mekong Basin
communities. Field data were collected through in-depth interviews with 30 key informants, and data were analyzed using
qualitative research methods.

The results showed that Mekong communities in Thailand and Laos PDR. continued to inherit the weaving practices
from their ancestors. It is also a diverse community with abundant biological resources. Therefore, they adopted a variety of
raw materials available in the community, such as the Indigo plant, Fabaceae, Myrobalan leaves, PTEROCARPUS bark, Peka
leaves, Jatropha leaves, and mango leaves, used as fabric dyes for weaving textiles for households, which available in the
community by dyeing natural colors from leaves, flowers, and fruits of local plants, this is the wisdom inherited from the

ancestors and the process of learning the wisdom of dyeing from nature continuously. Communities along the Thai-Laos
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Mekong River Basin have emphasized the process of participation of people in the community, especially the members of
the weaving group, to learn the knowledge and skills of woven textiles to product development in textiles motifs and pattern

design to achieve novelty and modernity able to respond to the needs of today's consumers.

The purpose of this research was to develop the potential of a model community for community-based tourism
management and network partners for sustainability in the community area of Wat Phraya Suren, Khlong Sam Wa District,
Bangkok. The study employs a mixed-methods research approach, incorporating data collection through group discussions,
practical training, capacity assessment, tourism evaluation, and model development. The research participants consisted of
30 individuals, including 12 tourists, 11 community members, and 7 experts. Quantitative data were analyzed using
descriptive statistics and standard deviation, while qualitative data were analyzed through categorical data analysis and
interpretive summarization. The research findings reveal that; the Wat Phraya Suren Community possesses tourism resources,
including: 1) a community history depicted through century-old murals on the glass wall of the pagoda; 2) an agricultural
landscape with rice and banana cultivation; 3) a cultural heritage of processed agricultural products conforming to standard
quality; and 4) a cultural heritage of a three-way urban lifestyle consisting of Buddhist, rice-farming, and canal-side living
traditions, featuring floating markets, rice farming ceremonies, boat songs, and ancient boats.

The communication process for the participation of
worship dancers for Thao Suranaree consists of 3 steps as follows; (1) The planning stage with all relevant parties to prepare
for Thao Suranaree worship dances held annually on Victory Day celebrations from March 23 to April 3. (2) The dance
practice stage may be practiced in one's own community or practiced in a centralized location and time by planning a trip
with a group of friends or separately to rehearse as convenient. And (3) In the inspection and evaluation stage, each year's
dance rehearsal has been adjusted to dance moves, lyrics, locations, and dance schedules as appropriate for the situation.

This research aims to 1) study the desirable political leadership attributes that enable effective leaders to manage
COVID-19 crises in Thailand. 2) survey and identify the level of public trust in 2 Thai political leaders ; The Prime Minister
and The Minister of Public Health. The data was collected during the COVID-19 pandemic in Thailand between March — May
2021. The qualitative data was collected via semi-structured interviews with 20 persons; including university professors,
politician, official servants, and analyzed by domain analysis and taxonomy. The quantitative data was collected by the
online questionnaire distributed to 200 samplings; measured by means and standard deviation analysis. The research findings
suggest that, to be an effective leader during a crisis, political leaders need to be: visionary; courageous; calm; inspirational;
ethical; empathetic; authentic; integrity; decision maker and resilient. For aspect of levels of public trust in political
leadership, the average of public trust in The Prime Minister was at low level (X = 2.82, S.D.=1.73), visionary, clam and
inspirational characteristics were at the lowest level. The Minister of Public Health was at the lowest level (X = 1.46,

S.D.=1.34), political leader’s integrity and visionary were slightly low.

The research aimed 1) to analyze needs of English major students about English for Specific Purpose (ESP) and
general English used for tourism at Buriram Rajabhat University (BRU) campus, 2) to develop the ESP material based on their
needs, 3) to compare their speaking ability before and after using the material, and to 4) investigate their satisfaction with
usage of the ESP material developed by the researchers. The population was composed of the 4" year students majoring in
English under the English Program, Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Buriram Rajabhat University. The samples
consisted of 29 students who were selected via a purposive sampling method. The research instruments consisted of a
questionnaire, pre-test and post-test, ESP material for tourism at BRU campus, and satisfaction form. The statistics used for
analyzing the quantitative data were percentage, mean, and standard deviation while content analysis was made for
analyzing the qualitative data.

The population was composed of the
youths in Nongkong, Nongyaipim, and Nongsano sub-districts in Nangrong district, Buriam province. The samples consisted of
12 youths between the ages of 10 and 12, and three youths from each of these three districts were selected. The sample
selection was based on their interest in community-based tourism, so a purposive sampling method was utilized. The
research instruments comprised a questionnaire, focus group discussion, English for tourism innovation assessment form,
and satisfaction form. The statistics employed to analyze the quantitative data were percentage, mean, and standard
deviation whereas the qualitative data were analyzed through content analysis.

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Translating dialogic theories into pedagogical practice for a course of business

English critical reading: Needs analysis and designing lesson plans

Abstract

In response to an urgent need to improve a course of business English critical reading at a university in the north-
east of Thailand, critical literacy would be a beneficial addition to a rather limited course prescription highlighting only critical
reading “sub-skills” such as tone and purpose, fact and opinion, and so on. Its integration would be able to help EFL learners
develop another area of critical thinking skills and critical language awareness in English. This kind of literacy practice had
not been addressed before in the previous teachings of this subject, so action research was chosen to try implementing it
in actual instruction. Dialogic theories and multimodality in literacy instruction were used as the conceptual frameworks for
the instructional procedures. The study aimed to test two hypotheses: 1) The developed dialogic teaching would help
learners improve critical reading ability in business-related texts, and 2) The developed dialogic teaching would help learners
improve critical language awareness in English. A class of 48 junior students was purposively selected for implementing the
newly designed dialogic pedagogy which was conducted for 16 weeks in the first semester of academic year 2023. Data were
collected using pre- and post-test of business English critical reading, pre- and post-teaching self-ratings of critical language
awareness in English, learners’ evaluation of the teaching, in-depth interviews, focus-group discussions, reflective journals,
teacher’s field notes, and audio recordings of lessons. Descriptive and inferential statistical tools, content analysis, and
thematic analysis were deployed in analyzing different types of data for hypothesis testing and data triangulation. This paper
reports on how the researcher translated theory into practice focusing on needs analysis and designing innovative multimodal

SOCIAL SEMIOTIC ANALYSIS OF TEXTBOOKS AND CULTURES OF LEARNERS IN EFL
CONTEXT

Abstract

Textbooks have been considered as essential tools in language classrooms as they mediate learners to acquire
knowledge through language and norm representations. However, in a classroom where English is taken as a foreign language
(EFL), there exist some social and cultural issues for language teachers to take into account when implementing textbooks
into classroom practices since EFL learners carry distinctive cultural identities which can affect their interpretations of the
content they perceive. This paper presents an analysis of the compatibility between textbooks and cultures of EFL learners.
The selection of the textbooks deployed seven textbooks published by western-oriented presses and was based on their
use in EFL classroom practices. The concept of Social Semiotic was taken to analyze the textbooks by employing three
domains namely text, images, and tasks. The results revealed mismatches between textbooks and learners’ cultures as the
texts provided repetitive language patterns and unfamiliar lexical presentations. While, the images symbolized attitudes and
cultures which partly excluded the learners from the lessons. Lastly, the tasks contained dominating discourse that
anticipated the learners to assume the experiences they never had rather than combining their own lived-experiences into

the practices. This paper also provides the discussion and implications for applying textbooks into classrooms.

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THE INVESTIGATION OF PROBLEMS AND TRANSLATION STRATEGIES FROM THAI
INTO ENGLISH OF SAKON NAKHON RAJABHAT UNIVERSITY

Abstract

The main objectives of this study were to evaluate the difficulties that SNRU EFL learners encountered when
translating sentences and to examine the translation strategies they used when translating from Thai to English. Using the
purposive sampling method, 74 SNRU students were chosen to participate in this study. These students were divided into
three major disciplines of study: 32 B.E. students, 21 B.A. students, and 21 B.Ed. students. Semi-structured interview questions
and a questionnaire were used to collect data. The questionnaire was used to examine quantitative data, while content
analysis was used to analyze qualitative data, which was then presented as percentages. The study's findings indicated five
translation challenges encountered by SNRU students, with word choice being the most significant issue, followed by a small
problem connected to pragmatics. Furthermore, different translation procedures were identified to overcome these
difficulties, with the synonymy strategy being the most generally used. In addition, the study identified several strategies
used by participants to overcome translation challenges, some of which were innovative while others were familiar. In

comparison to the other newly revealed strategies, the most common strategy was translating using internet resources.

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TRENDS OF STUDIES IN TEACHING READING ENGLISH: THE ASPECTS
FROM THE PAST DECADES

Abstract

Reading has been a focus in language learning inquiry, a number of scholars have conducted studies on reading
from different discipline. In the past decades, there were several studies about reading skills which were viewed as a crucial
receptive skill for language learners. This paper attempts to discuss research methodologies from past to present. The 10
selected papers were taken from Reading in a Foreign Language Journal which covers researches about reading and related
issues. They are divided into 2 periods. The first 5 papers were published from 1984 - 1990 and the other half were published
from 2008-2019. After critically analyzing the distinction in these 2 periods, it has been shown that quantitative and qualitative
approaches were used separately in the past researches where quantitative approaches was considered as
‘narrow-angel-lens’ and the latter one was viewed as ‘multimodal approach’. The separation of the two approaches were
suitable for studies on reading with specific inquiries. A decade later, research tended to be conducted using a mixed-method
of quantitative and qualitative methods that it provided well-rounded results for both numerical data and relevant social
factors. The discussion is drawn into 4 main issues; introduction, methodologies, data analysis and discussion and implication,
each issues displayed commonalities and differences based on research paradigms. The paper also presents the gap among
those papers both in the same and different periods. The author’s discussion on those issues is also provided along the

points in this paper.

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MOVIE TITLES' TRANSLATION STRATEGIES FROM ENGLISH INTO THAI IN MONOMAX

Abstract

Translation involves transferring meaning from one language to another. The strategies employed in translation vary
depending on the intended purpose. The objective of this study is to analyze the strategies employed in translating English
movie titles into Thai within the Monomax Application. A total of 505 English movie titles spanning the period between 2011
and 2020 were examined. The strategies for translating American comedy film titles into Thai conducted by Thongwan (2012)
was served as a framework for this study as these strategies were adjusted to suit the specific requirements of English-Thai
movie titles’ translation. The analysis was also conducted using Eugene A. Nida's translation theory (1974).

The findings revealed that 8 out of the 10 translation strategies were identified as follows respectively: (1) naming a
new name regardless of the old name, (2) naming a new based on the original, (3) partial translation and adding Thai
language, (4) partial transliteration and adding Thai language, (5) all transliteration and adding Thai language, (6) all translation
and adding Thai language, (7) all transliteration without adding Thai, and (8) all translation without adding Thai language.
Meanwhile, “partial transliteration without adding the Thai language” and “partial translation without adding the Thai
language” were not found used. Notably, the translated Thai movie titles often featured distinctive and attractive elements,
such as slang or popular words during the show time. These findings corresponded to Nida's translation theory, which

emphasizes the purpose and cultural linguistic norms within translation work.

Abstract

This research aimed to investigate opinions and feelings that affected the motivation of 3rd-year English Major EFL
students from the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences at Sakon Nakhon Rajabhat University in relation to their English
listening practice resulting from watching English-Language films.

This study employed an experimental and qualitative research design. The sample group consisted of 25 3rd-year
English Major students from the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences at Sakon Nakhon Rajabhat University who watched
1-2 English-language films per week. A questionnaire with Likert Rating Scales and open-ended questions was utilized as the
research instrument to elicit the opinions and feelings of the sample group. The collected numeric data were analyzed using
Microsoft Office Excel, while non-numerical data were analyzed using qualitative methods.

The results of the research indicate that the sample group believed that watching English-language films enhanced
their comprehension of the story portrayed in the English films. Additionally, the films were regarded as enjoyable and
informative, as they introduced new words, portrayed realistic English usage, and fostered familiarity with native English.
These findings support the sample group's opinion that the films motivated them to engage in English listening practice at a
high level. Consequently, watching English-language films could serve as a source of motivation for EFL students to practice
English listening skills, as they provide authentic auditory input and visually demonstrate paralinguistic features to the

listeners.

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Tourism SMEs and Green Economy: Exploring Potentials, Analyzing Tourists'

Needs, and Formulating Standards in Five Provinces

Abstract

This research investigates the implementation of tourism standards to promote a green economy for small and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs), aiming to minimize negative impacts on communities and raise awareness about
sustainable utilization of local tourism resources.The study focuses on five provinces: Loei, Buengkan, Nongkhai, Udonthani,
and Nongbualamphu. Using a mixed research methodology, quantitative data was collected from 423 tourists through
guestionnaires with I0C = 0.85 and Alpha Coefficient = 0.8 evaluated by 3 experts using accidental sampling, and analyzed
using descriptive statistics. Qualitative data was obtained through in-depth interviews and focus groups with 35 tourism
community enterprise entrepreneurs and three academic experts, selected through purposive sampling, and analyzed using
content analysis techniques. The results indicate that community enterprises were established with support from local
authorities to increase income opportunities. These communities possess unique and pristine natural and cultural tourism
resources. However, challenges were identified, including the lack of cultural wisdom transmission from local scholars, limited
youth involvement, and inadequate standards for managing tourism and environmental conservation. Some communities
lacked policies, manuals, and written tourism programs to protect the environment. Tourists expressed a high level of
preference for green tourism communities, prioritizing green accommodation, facilities, accessibility, attractions, and activities.
To promote a green economy, tourism SME standards should encompass five dimensions of management principles:
community enterprise management with an environmental orientation, member management, green marketing, social
responsibility, and green activities. Additionally, enhancing SME entrepreneurs' capabilities in sustainable tourism
management through training should be encouraged, focusing on the characteristics of community enterprises and
environmental-friendly practices. In conclusion, implementing tourism standards that foster a green economy for SMEs can
mitigate negative community impacts and enhance awareness of sustainable utilization of local tourism resources. The
study's findings emphasize the importance of addressing challenges and developing guidelines to ensure environmental

conservation and sustainable tourism practices within the target provinces.
